The Heritage Center is currently holding its annual art show at Red Cloud Indian School for the 43rd year. The
exhibit, which features Native American and Lakota art from the United States and Canada, runs through August 15.

Each year, more than 10,000 visitors take in the juried exhibit, which gives local and national Native American
artists an opportunity to show off their work, often for the first time. For visitors to the museum, it’s a chance to
view and purchase work while learning about the Lakota and Red Cloud Indian School.

“This art show makes Red Cloud graduates, and friends of the mission, very proud indeed,” says Charles Trimble,
a 1952 graduate of the school. “Not all schools are privileged to have a world-class show and collection of Native
American art like Red Cloud has, especially in the Northern Plains region. Each year, this show is representative of the
outstanding work that was originally presented by the late Brother C.M. Simon SJ, and currently, by Peter Strong.”

More than 150 pieces will be on display, with over 50 Native American artists represented in the exhibit. This
year, more than $7,000 in prizes will be awarded to winners in 24 different categories.

“We hope to create a supportive environment where emerging and established artists can not only be
recognized for their work, but also gain national exposure as they move forward with their careers as artists,” says
Peter Strong, director of The Heritage Center.

The show is free and open to the public seven days a week, with free daily tours of the campus available as
well.

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Lxcellence in artistic achievernent recogriized with fellowships

A creative idea. A willingness to focus on things others don’t quite grasp.
A solitary commitment to “getting it right.” All these elements, often along
with small financial rewards, are part of the life of a professional artist.
South Dakota is blessed with a strong statewide community of artists,
creating, producing, pushing the envelope of our cultural understanding and
forging links between past and future artists.

The role of the South Dakota Arts Council is to nurture, encourage and
recognize our state’s artists, as well as to make their work better known around
South Dakota and the world. One of the ways in which the state arts agency
acknowledges artistic achievement is through the Artist Fellowship grants.

The Fellowships reward individual artistic excellence. The funding
category is designed to recognize artists of exceptional talent in any arts
discipline, further encourage the creative achievement of South Dakota artists
and assist artists in the continued development of their careers in the arts.

This year, six Artist Fellowships of $5,000 were awarded to South
Dakota artists of exceptional talent to recognize past artistic achievement
and encourage future artistic growth. In reviewing applications, panelists
considered the quality of the applicant’s work as demonstrated by artistic
documentation submitted, the record of professional activity and
achievement, how the Artist Fellowship would contribute to the artist’s
professional growth and career at this time, and each artist’s potential for
contribution to higher standards for the arts in South Dakota.

Recipients of the 2010 South Dakota Artist Fellowships are theater artists
Brian Begley and Mary Inman, painter George Prisbe, Termesphere
creator Dick Termes, media artist Aaron Toronto, photographer Ray Tysdal
and composer Stephen Yarbrough.

The husband and wife
team of Brian Begley and
Mary Inman are the founders
of Discovery Mime and
Movement Theatre. The pair
captures the creative
imagination of all ages with
fast-paced, colorful stories
told in mime. Since 1981,
they have been performing
and sharing their talents
throughout the United States,
including stints as Artists in
Schools for North Dakota,
South Dakota, Iowa, Montana, Wyoming and Idaho. Inman and Begley
studied under Marcel Marceau and are artists-in-residence at the University
of South Dakota. Their PBS special, My Parents the Mimes, won the
National PBS 1993 Gold Award and Central Educational Network’s first
place award for Youth and Children’s Programs. They have been the
recipients of several SDAC Artist Grants and won the Bush Foundation
Dakota Creative Connections Artist Grant last year.

D. George Prisbe is a visual artist who draws inspiration exclusively
from the South Dakota landscape. A native of the state, he grew up on the
wide-open prairie of the James River Valley. He now lives and works under
the protective blanket of the Black Hills. The imagery for his work is
gathered during treks throughout this vast and diverse state, as he pursues

his life ambition to drive every mapped road in South Dakota. His paintings
of the prairie, rivers, hills and sky combine the broad sweep of the landscape
with the often-overlooked details of nature bringing the viewer closer to the
complexity and subtle grandeur of our state. Prisbe’s recent work has been
exploring tonalism, and he plans to research the American tonalist
movement further.

Dick Termes is an innovative American artist who uses a six-point
perspective system that he devised to create unique paintings on large
spheres called Termespheres. Termes received art degrees from Black Hills
State University, the University of Wyoming and Otis Art Institute of Los
Angeles. Termespheres are paintings on spherical canvases that capture an
entire environment. He is currently exploring painting on both the inside
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concave and outside
convex surface of
transparent spheres. The
six-point perspective
presents fascinating
possibilities when
painted on opaque
spheres, Termes said,
and the interrelation of
inside and outside
images is an exciting
new challenge. Termes
acknowledges strong
influences from M.C.
Escher and Buckminster
Fuller in developing his
technique. His work has
been the subject of
books, documentaries
and magazine articles
around the world.

Actor, producer, director and playwright
Aaron Toronto has worked in film, television
and with stage productions. He is the
co-founder of One Bench Players, a theater
company in Brookings which received an
SDAC grant to produce The Miracle of Being.
In 2008, Toronto wrote, produced and
co-directed a short film, Even Felons Fall,
which won a Gold Remi Award in the
Romantic Comedy division at the 2009
WorldFest International Film Festival. His
Artist Fellowship grant will be used to
develop his successful musical play, Group,
into a film, starting with a short film to take
to festival audiences, followed by a feature-
length production.

Ray Tysdal began photographing at the
age of eight. He has found, through his
wildlife photography, that animals provide
us with a visual exercise in light and shade. By isolating them from their
natural habitat and surrounding
them with pure white or black, he
allows his audience to examine the
rich texture of each animal’s
physical characteristics as well as
their personality and spirituality.
Tysdal produces his images using
traditional black and white silver-
based photographic processes,
paying close attention to archival
methods. His training in journalistic
press photography taught him the
beauty of “grainy” images. Tysdal is
currently experimenting with a new
abstract approach, which he plans
to develop into a body of work. His
photographs have been collected
throughout the United States.

Stephen Yarbrough began his
musical career as a flutist with the
Air Force Academy Band, after
which he studied composing at the
University of Oklahoma with
Michael Hennagin, a student of Aaron Copland. In 1982, he took a teaching
position in Theory/Composition at the University of South Dakota, where
he is Composer-in-Residence. He has been awarded several grants from the
South Dakota Arts Council. He has
three times received USD Faculty
Development Grants, and was the
winner of two South Dakota Music
Teachers Association Composition
Commission Competitions.
Yarbrough has also been the
recipient of four Bush Foundation
Grants and has won ten ASCAP
Standard Awards for performances
of his compositions. Diverse
groups, including the National
Symphony Orchestra, the South
Dakota Symphony and the Air
Force Academy Band, have
performed his work.

South Dakotd’s culture of fourism is unique

A colleague of mine in Nevada used to describe conventional tourism as
“just another extractive industry,” like mining or logging, where visitors
took from the places they visited, leaving those communities depleted and
poorer—culturally if not financially—than they were before. At the same
time, some in the tourism business saw visitors as a “non-renewable
resource,” folks to be used once and tossed aside, not as people with whom
to build an ongoing relationship.

Cultural or heritage tourism is a different business altogether. It focuses
on what a community already has and assumes that outsiders will be
interested in what makes that place unique. It benefits residents as much
as visitors, and puts the actions of people in a physical space at its center—
this is the creation of place.

As Dan Shilling says in his book Civic Tourism: The Poetry and Politics
of Place, “Visitors will know they have arrived in a real place...when they
find in shops well-crafted articles whose makers live nearby, when they
discover on restaurant
menus dishes they could
not order anywhere else.
A real place also conveys
a sense of temporal depth,
a sense that people have
been living and laboring
here for a long time. The
traces of earlier generations
are preserved in festivals
and folkways...old
buildings that have been
restored and kept in service,
landscapes that are still
devoted to orchards,
dairies, woodlots....A real

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place is alive and chang-
ing...not frozen in time.”

In South Dakota,
this can mean celebrating
ethnic festivals like
Czech Days in Tabor or
Schmeckfest in Freeman
or educating visitors
about powwows. It can
also mean searching out
events that are only
known to locals, like the
monthly Peever Music
Jamboree, or restaurants
that serve chislic or
kuchen, or the annual lutefisk supper. And then there are esoteric subjects
like how a grain elevator works, or what happens at a livestock auction, or
what those crops are in that field, or those birds by that swampy lake. The
things we take for granted can be fascinating to others.

Quoting again from Dan Schilling: “Listen up: You already have a
theme park! It’s called your streetscape, your lands, your cultures, and no
other community possesses those same gifts. Forget about being Santa Fe—
be yourself first. Forget about attracting or appealing to visitors—satisfy
your residents first.” That love of community shines out from the people
who live there, and others will want to find out why your place is so special.

The South Dakota Arts Council works closely with the Office of Tourism
to research and present the state’s unique cultural offerings, whether they
be historic barns, community festivals, Lakota star quilts, or symphony
concerts.

Sisseton’s new Performing Arts
Center will host a two-day music
event in Sisseton on July 2-3, when
the community “brings back the
bands.”

Last year several Sissetonians
were inducted into the newly
established South Dakota Rock and
Roll Hall of Fame. That led to
conversations about the history of
dance halls and amazing number
of dance bands that originated in
the northeast corner of the state.

At the same time the Sisseton
arts council began thinking about
showcasing the new 675-seat
performing arts center that the
Sisseton School District opened this
spring. Arts supporters decided to
see if they could round up some of
the old bands to get back together
to perform during the school’s alumni reunion weekend, July 2 and 3.

The response was strong, and Sisseton now has a major area event
planned, with three concerts scheduled over two days featuring at least a
dozen bands. Band members are coming back from coast to coast and ‘
numerous points in between, including Gene Okerlund, professional
wrestling announcer of “Mean Gene’s Hamburger” fame, Lowell A\
Lundstrom, the well-known evangelist who got his start by winning a local
talent contest and forming a band in the early 1950s, and Steve Brantseg,
who plays professionally
with several Twin Cities
bands and has been named
the top lead guitarist in the
Minneapolis area.

For the past two months,
weekly feature stories on
each band have been running
in the Sisseton Courier.

The current economic climate has reduced earned and
contributed income, decimated endowments and has left some organizations
struggling for survival.

The program is open to non-profit 501 (c) (3) performing
arts organizations and provides free and confidential counsel in fundraising,
building more effective boards of trustees, budgeting, marketing, and other
areas pertinent to maintaining a vital performing arts organization during a
troubled economy.

Over the past several years while at the Kennedy Center, Kaiser and
his executive staff have assisted the leaders of numerous companies
through the Kennedy Center Institute for Arts Management. The Institute
provides a wide variety of training and support for arts management,
including a capacity building program for culturally specific arts organiza-
tions, a program to train board members of arts organizations throughout
the United States, international capacity building programs for arts
organizations in 60 nations, a capacity building program for over 250 arts
organizations in New York City, and artsmanager.org, an interactive web
resource for arts management professionals. The Kennedy Center also
offers internship and fellowship programs, exposing arts professionals to
various facets of arts management.

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Make the arts part of your summertime fun

The cover story in this issue of
Arts Alive features South Dakota’s
active summer theater scene and
the many opportunities SD citizens
and the traveling public have to
attend quality arts programming in
the state. Having just directed a
production for Pierre Players, the
Capital City’s own community
theater, I was reminded once again
of the many talented artists that
contribute to vibrant arts
organizations and communities
scattered across our great state.

I encourage you to sample the
theater offerings in your own towns
and cities and travel the state to
experience a broad range of South
Dakota talent. And if theater isn’t
particularly your thing, check out a
visual art exhibition or attend one
of the many municipal band
concerts, outdoor art festivals, or
powwows offered every summer.
When visitors ask, “What’s there
to do in South Dakota?” be sure to
include on your list the many arts
and cultural activities available in
communities large and small.

As many of you know from
your advocacy efforts in support of
the arts, the last year has been
financially challenging for the State
Arts Council and many of its grant
recipients. These challenges are in
many ways a reflection of the
economic times and accompanying

uncertainties confronting all areas
of the economy. Arts advocates will
remember that during the 2009
Legislative Session, the method of
appropriating state funds to SDAC
was changed by removing the state
arts agency from the general fund
and providing funding with an
increase in the state’s tourism
promotion tax. FY 2010 SDAC
grants were awarded on the basis
of what the tax was projected to
generate. Since there is a lag
between when the tax is collected
and when it is actually available to
be expended, the Arts Council had
access to only 10 months of
promotion tax-generated funding—
a situation that caused a shortfall
in the amount originally projected.
We, therefore, found it necessary to
slightly reduce some grants in
order to balance our books.

I am delighted to report that
projections for the next fiscal year,
which begins July 1, 2010, will
make up for what was lost during
the current funding cycle. This is
the result of two very important
developments. First, now that the
promotion tax is in place, SDAC
will have access to 12 months of
revenues in FY 2011, rather than
the 10 months that were generated
in FY 2010. Secondly, we recently
received news from the National
Endowment for the Arts that our

federal grant will increase
substantially for the next funding
period. Both of these pieces of good
news are reflected in SDAC’s grant
budget for next year.

At its April 30, 2010 meeting,
the South Dakota Arts Council
approved a grants and special
projects budget of $1,236,000 for
Fiscal Year 2011. These grants
include $582,000 to 68 different
organizations and $68,000 in
grants to 17 individual artists. Also
approved were $157,000 in grants
to 45 Touring Arts roster programs
to underwrite performances and
exhibitions at nonprofit
organizations and grants to fund
240 weeks of Artists In Schools &
Communities residencies. Funding
was also approved for special
projects and initiatives such as
Dance on Tour, Poetry Out Loud,
and the Art for State Buildings
Program. A complete list of all
grants and grantees will be included
in the next issue of Arts Alive.

Of special mention is the Art
for State Buildings Program that
was initiated by the Governor and
approved by the 2007 SD State
Legislature. The fund was created to
purchase artwork by South Dakota’s
finest visual artists for inclusion in
the State’s permanent art collection.
During the first 2 years of the
program, works by 32 South Dakota
artists were purchased or donated
and installed in legislative
committee areas and the Governor’s
large conference room in the State
Capitol. For budgetary reasons, the
project was put on hiatus during
the current fiscal year. We are happy
to announce that the program will
resume during FY 2011. Artists
should watch for press releases and
check the Arts Council’s website,
www.artscouncil.sd.gov, late

summer or early fall to obtain
information about submitting work
for consideration.

If you are a member of a local
arts organization or part of a South
Dakota arts festival, we ask that
you visit our website to make sure
you are included on the list and that
your current contact information is
correct. Follow the “Directories”
link to “Arts Directory” and “Arts
Festival Directory” to confirm your
inclusion or contact information.

South Dakota student wins second place at national Poetry llut Loud

From a competitive field of more than 320,000 students nationwide,
Ruth Haile of Lincoln High School in Sioux Falls was chosen as the
second place winner of the 2010 Poetry Out Loud National Finals held

in Washington, DC on April 27.

Haile received a $10,000 scholarship award for her performance at
the contest. Amber Rose Johnson of Providence, Rhode Island, won
first place and a $20,000 award and Nora Sandler, of Richard
Montgomery High School in Bethesda, Maryland, received the third
place prize and a $5,000 award. The Poetry Out Loud National Finals
were held at the George Washington University Lisner Auditorium in
Washington. The three top award winners

were among nine finalists and 53 state
champions from around the country who
participated in the fifth national poetry
recitation contest, sponsored by the
National Arts Endowment and the Poetry
Foundation. Each of the other top nine
finalists received a $1,000 award, and
their schools received $500 each for the

purchase of poetry books.

Using an emotional delivery for her
memorized works, Haile recited the
poems “Ma Rainey” by Sterling Brown,
“The Slave Auction” by Frances Ellen
Watkins Harper and “Alabanza: In Praise
of Local 100” by Martin Espada.

“I studied the poems a lot,” Haile said.
“I read them over and over again and
envisioned myself as the character and
imagined myself in that time period. The
emotions came so freely, so naturally.”
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According to Bryan Hagg, head oral interpretation coach and
English and speech teacher at Lincoln High School, Haile has a sense
of dramatic interpretation and talent for recitation.

“Ruth just has a really great knack for being able to read literature
and poetry well and interpret the dramatic elements of it,” he said. “She
has a beautiful quality to her voice, which helps when competing, too.”

Guest judges presided over the competition, including Garrison
Keillor, host of the radio show A Prairie Home Companion, actress and
activist Alfre Woodard, poets Valerie Martinez and Jane Shore, and
poet and critic Adam Kirsch. Rosella Blunk is South Dakota State

Coordinator for Poetry Out Loud.

On April 26, 53 high school
students—Poetry Out Loud champions
from every state, the District of Columbia,
Puerto Rico, and the U.S. Virgin Islands—
competed in three semifinal rounds based
on geographic region. Nine students
advanced to compete in the National
Finals on April 27. Judges evaluated
student performances on criteria
including physical presence, articulation,
evidence of understanding, level of
difficulty, and accuracy. The event was
the culmination of a pyramid-structure
competition that began last September
among schools across the country.

From August 1966 through 1970, the U.S. Army sent teams of artists
into Vietnam to record their experiences as soldier artists. In 1967,
Private First Class Jim Pollock was sent to Vietnam as a soldier artist
on U.S. Army Vietnam Combat Art Team IV from August through
December, 1967. Pollock has written about his experiences as a soldier
artist in an article in War, Literature & The Arts, a journal published by
the Department of English and Fine Arts at the United States Air Force
Academy. A Pierre artist, Pollock is active in the state Plein Air
movement and is a member of Artists of the Black Hills. His work can
be found in many private and corporate collections throughout the U.S.
Pollock designed the first issue South Dakota Bison gold and silver
pieces which were sold in the national and international gold and silver
marketplace. Pollock served on the South Dakota Arts Council and was
also named South Dakota Artist of the Year the first year the award was
