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Pakistan-Afghanistan at the Center

of the World

erhaps no previous Boe Forum
speaker’s appearance has been more

timely in terms of world events
impacting America than was former
Pakistan President Pervez Musharraf’s
lecture at Augustana on October 2. Each
day we read about the election of Hamid
Karzai and the terrorist attacks on civilians
in Pakistan. President Musharraf opened
his remarks by observing that everything
that is happening in the world seems to be
happening in Pakistan and Afghanistan.
With debate raging in Washington as to
whether the United States should increase
its troop level in Pakistan’s neighbor
Afghanistan and the tragic increase in loss
of life through terrorism in one of the
world’s largest democracies, Pakistan,
President Musharraf’s sharing of his
perspective on the Taliban and Al Qaeda
in Pakistan and Afghanistan had the feel of
a high-level briefing on a developing crisis
in a Situation Room. Among his
observations, he noted that it would be
“disastrous” for the United States to pull
its troops out of Afghanistan now.

During his speaking tour of the United
States, President Musharraf spoke at
Brown University (Providence), Marysville
University (St. Louis), Robert Morris
University (Pittsburgh), Widener University
(Philadelphia), Stephenson University
(Baltimore), and Trinity University (San
Antonio), and met with members of the
Obama Administration and the U.S.
Congress. The story about his talk at
Augustana in the Argus Leader was picked
up by the Gannett Co. and the Associated
Press and ran in USA Today and in several
papers around the country, including the
Miami Herald. Correspondents with the
BBC also called the college to ask how

they might get in contact with Musharraf
for an interview.

In addition to his lecture and Q&A in
the Elmen Center, with a near-capacity
crowd of 3,500, President Musharraf met
with 100 local high school and Augustana
College students in a news conference
format in the Fantle Building, arranged by
Dr. Janet Blank-Libra, Augustana Dept. of
English and Journalism and Nancy
Davidson, VP for Enrollment. He then met
privately with about 50 Augustana College
student newspaper editors and students
from Government and Religion
departments in the Fantle Building. This
was arranged through Dr. Murray Haar,
Augustana Dept. of Religion, Philosophy
and Classics, and by Dr. Joe Dondelinger,
Augustana Dept. of Government and
International Affairs. He signed copies of
In the Line of Fire (a few copies of which are
still available) before being interviewed by
Katie Janssen of KELOLand TV for
broadcast the following Sunday. President
Rob and Angie Oliver hosted President
and Mrs. Musharraf at a dinner and
reception.

University of Nebraska-Kearney,
nominated Thompson. The
nominator must be a Fellow of the
Center and must present evidence
of the candidate’s research,
teaching, or public service
commitment to the Plains region.
Thompson’s promotion of Plains
regional studies through his
published scholarship, the Dakota
Conference, CWS press, research
collections, grant writing, board
service, and outreach to students,
Native Americans, and allied
organizations were cited in the
nomination.

The CGPS is one of the largest
regional studies centers in the
country, with seventeen staff
members working on a wide range
of projects. Its purpose is to
encourage and sponsor
interdisciplinary studies, research,
teaching, service, and extension
activities that are directed toward
exploring the biological and
physical environments, the people,
the institutions, the economy, and
the cultures characteristic of the
Great Plains and comparable
regions.

In association with the
University of Nebraska Press, the
CGPS has undertaken major
publication projects, including The
Journals of the Lewis and Clark
Expedition and The Encyclopedia of
the Great Plains, and is currently
developing the Atlas of the Great
Plains. The Center also publishes
two scholarly journals, Great Plains
Quarterly and Great Plains Research,
and the literary journal Plains Song
Review.

In addition to facilitating the
University of Nebraska-Lincoln’s
major and minor in Great Plains
Studies, the CGPS sponsors
seminars, symposia, the Great
Plains Art Museum, Plains
Humanities Alliance, and Great
Plains Distinguished Book Prize.

present remembered Oyos’ years in
Colton and commented on his fine
teaching. He started the six-man football
program at CHS during the fall of 1954.
Several alumni commented on their
children being in Dr. Oyos’ classes at
Augie and how they praised his teaching
efforts there.

The first school was organized in 1879
by John E. Colton, and the first class was
held in 1880 in a sod home at this site.
Three later schools served the district

during its 87-year history, the last two on
the original "school block” in Colton.
Eighty-five years earlier, on Armistice Day
1924, Colton students entered the new
and modern brick building, its first class of
high school graduates having graduated in
1917 In 1966 a special election created
Tri-Valley School District 153 and the last
class graduated from CHS in 1967.
