Dear Parent/s of 6th grade Students:

Fall programs are beginning at Our Savior’s with many new opportunities.  As parents of a child entering 6th grade, Our Savior’s would like to invite your family to participate in a new “pre-confirmation” program.

Students in 6th grade often are in a limbo at Our Savior’s – too young for the Confirmation program but already in middle school.  As an attempt to include these students and support their families, Our Savior’s will begin a new program specifically for the 6th grade.  In the past OSL has offered programs specific to the 6th grade and we hope this new program will incorporate and add to the students’ experience.

Recognizing that the middle school age can be difficult for the student, parents, and family, the new program will help strengthen peer, family, and faith relationships.  The program will emphasize Prayer, Body of Christ, and Child of God.
Prayer will begin with developing a relationship between the student and a “prayer believer”.  The Prayer Advocate is an adult (that is not their parent) who will commit to praying for the student and their family throughout middle school.  The student may choose their Prayer Advocate and on August 26 the student, parents, and Prayer Advocate will receive a blessing in worship.  The registration form includes a time selection for the worship.
Body of Christ helps develop relationships within the faith community of Our Savior’s.  Three programs will be offered to the students.  The first program, Sunday School will use a new interactive format using skits, bible study, power point, and activities in the Youth Room at both Sunday School hours.  The second program is the 6th grade lock-in and will be offered during the fall/winter.  The last program will be offered in January and is specific to girls or boys.  “Girls, Girls, Girls” addresses issues of growing up as a girl and “Boys, Boys, Boys” addresses issues of growing up as a boy.
Child of God will help develop relationships between child and parent/guardian.  Parents and students will come together to talk about Baptism, Faith, and Worship.  The program will be offered during Lent on Wednesday nights.

The hope of Our Savior’s is to uplift students and families during a wonderful and challenging time of life.  To register for the program, please fill out the registration form and return to the Youth Ministry department by August 21.
